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GUIDELINES FOR MEMBERS – REVISED OCTOBER 2007

Members - Those who have volunteered to work in the shop and help in the general running of Crafts Alive.  Most of the rights and penalties also apply to all contributors.

1. Any new members will have a three month trial period. If at the end of this trial they choose to leave, or the group ask them to leave, then their subscription will be kept to cover administration costs.

2. All members live and work within 25 mile radius, as the crow flies, of Crafts Alive, Llandeilo.

3. A member has the right to put on sale only work which is substantially designed and made by themselves.

4. Members may retain a reasonable degree of exclusivity in their own particular field.  Care should be taken not to introduce items that conflict with others.  If there is a conflict of interest firstly, the individual members involved should make every attempt to resolve the issue privately.  Finally they may raise the matter at a monthly meeting-NOT IN THE JOURNAL.

5. A member who wishes to submit work in a different field, or new products, must put it before the selection committee at a monthly meeting before it can be put on sale.

6. Any member may ask for any issue to be raised at the next monthly meeting.

7. Any member may question the actions or decisions of the directors and ask for an explanation.

8. Every member has one vote on any issue which is discussed at monthly meetings or AGM.  Decisions are carried by majority vote unless specified otherwise.

9. Members who do work for Crafts Alive over and above the ‘Duties’ will be paid for all materials supplied at cost plus a further reduction in commission for time put in.

10. Each member will have a display area appropriate to their work and the right to display their own work personally in the way they choose, accepting that Crafts Alive has a shop colour code-currently off-white or black (and limited red).  All display accessories (blocks, baskets, etc.) should be natural wood and will hopefully be supplied by Crafts Alive in the future.  Other base colours for shelving and backdrops , etc. are to be considered at monthly meetings.

11. Crafts Alive is a fair trade Wales shop-this means the producer is not exploited.  Fair trade is about people, valuing creativity, craftsmanship and craft heritage, together with independent, sustainable, usually rural, lifestyles.  In order to support these standards we, the members, work to keep our running costs, commissions and subscriptions as low as practical in order that the main profit goes to the maker.
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
